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Fish farmer to enter plea in drowning case 
BRIDGEWATER - A Blandford fish farmer will appear in Bridgewater provincial court later this month after one of his employees drowned in Northwest Cove. 

The Nova Scotia Labour Department charged Ausman William Murphy with failing to ensure Chadwick James Zinck's safety while he was diving Aug. 19 to check a tuna holding pound. 

According to Chester RCMP, the 31-year-old East River man was in distress for about 20 minutes near Horse Island about 150 metres from shore. 

Three people in the boat Big Guy from which Mr. Zinck was diving were unable to rescue him. 

The Labour Department charged Mr. Murphy as the "person in the position of most control," with allowing "an untrained and inexperienced employee . . . to dive in a hazardous environment which was a factor in that person's death." 

Mr. Murphy will enter a plea Oct. 22.
